The regular meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Westfield was called to order at 7:30pm in Eason

Deputy Supervisor David Brown made the motion to waive the reading of the July minutes inasmuch as 
all members received a copy thereof and that the minutes be approved. The motion was seconded by 
Councilman Raymond Schuster and carried unanimously.
