Supervisor Bills explained that the Public Hearing was being held to hear all persons in regard to 
the proposed 2013 Budget for the Town of Westfield. The total amount budgeted for appropriations 
is $1,879,826 with a total of $761,151 to be raised by taxes. The tax rate for Town residents is 
$3.02 per $1,000 of assessed property value and $2.59 per $1,000 for Village residents.
