e  Games will be played mostly on Saturday mornings at either Northlake Family Rec. Center or Smith Field.
Some games might be played in the evening, mostly under the lights at Smith Field.

e  The 1%-6" graders will have 1 practice a week and the other groups will have little to no practice.

e  The season will run approx. from September through October. There will be a small clinic in late-August.

e Players must be in pre-kindergarten through 6™ grade to play. (Grade groups: Pre-K/Kind., 1*-3" grades,
46 grades,) Please note that some players may be moved up in grade groups at the discretion of the

Recreation Director.

e The fee is $30 for the first child, $25 for the second, $20 for the third for Westfield residents (Max. $75
per family) Partial scholarships are available.
